2. Swimmers will not be allowed to swim if there is any thunder or lightning or any other

situation in which the weather is considered unfit for swimming by the instructor.

3. Should your child misbehave and/or disrupt a lesson he/she will be given a warning. Should

he/she persist with such behaviour, he/she may be asked to leave the class.

4. Any queries may be left for the instructor or you may contact the instructor using SMS or mobile phone 

strictly between the hours of 8 am to 2 pm. Lessons will not be interrupted in any way whatsoever to 

communicate via SMS or mobile phone.

5. I / we hereby waive any claim which may at any time have against any instructor/s or any person in 

control thereof or in charge thereof shall be liable in any manner whatsoever for any damage, loss, loss of 

life, bodily injury or damage to, or loss of property, of whatsoever nature and from whatsoever cause,
